     There is one thing in common between the rich and the poor men: they both died. The rich man was not 
rich forever and the poor was not poor forever. However, in the life after death, the rich man became “poor” 
forever and the poor man became “rich” forever. The rich man could be rich in both of his earthly and heaven-
ly “lives” but he missed the God-given opportunity when he was on earth. His destiny was decided by himself 
and no one else. 
     The rich man’s problem was that although the poor man was lying at his door, he did not see him at all. He 
did not see the poor man because he did not pay attention, he did not pay attention because he did not need 
anything at that moment since he was rich. However, when in the netherworld “where he was in torment, he 
raised his eyes and saw Abraham far off and Lazarus at his side. And he cried out, Father Abraham, have pity 
on me.” At this time, the rich man was in dire need for help, and because of his need for help, he then looked 
around, searched around and saw Lazarus whom he did not see before even though he was laying at his door 
everyday. Let us look around, search around, to see if we have any “Lazarus” laying at our doors or living in 
our homes or not, and take that opportunity before we will miss it. Like the rich man, it would be too late!

New Jersey Independent Victims Compensation 
Program 

The Diocese of Camden – along with 
the other Roman Catholic dioceses in 
New Jersey – has established an In-
dependent Victim Compensation 
Program (IVCP) to compensate 
those who, as children or young adults, were sexual-
ly abused by a priest of the Diocese.
     The IVCP is independently administered by ex-
perienced victim compensation experts Kenneth R. 
Feinberg and Camille S. Biros.
     The IVCP will handles the submission, evalua-
tion and resolution of individual claims, and oper-
ates independently of the Diocese or any church-
affiliated institution.  The administrators of the 
IVCP have complete autonomy to determine the eli-
gibility of a claim with the guidelines of the estab-
lished Protocol. The amount of compensation for 
those who make a claim will be independently deter-
mined by the IVCP administrators.  All victims – no 
matter when the abuse occurred – are eligible to par-
ticipate, and all matters will be handled confidential-
ly.  
     Victims of clergy sexual abuse of a minor can 
begin the process of utilizing the program by going 
to www.njdiocesesivcp.com and reviewing the pro-
tocol for submitting a claim. 
     Bishop Sullivan strongly encourages anyone who 
was sexually victimized by a priest of the Diocese to 
participate in the IVCP, and has asked that anyone 
who knows of someone who was abused to contact 
them so that they are aware of the IVCP and can par-
ticipate in it.
