We have established firm foundations on which indigenous reli-
gious women and priests can continue to build so that all people can know and 
grow spiritually in the Heart of God.                         
Today’s spiritual reality for the people in the village of Omakuva in northern 
Namibia is that they are served once a month by the priest from the nearest 
mission station which is approximately 20 miles away.  Seeking to fill this gap 
in services, MSC Sisters will build a house and hall in this village to provide 
spiritual programs and activities that will meet various needs of the people, especially the Namibian 
youth. Poor and unemployed, the youth lack the spiritual, moral, emotional, social and educational ad-
vantages given to others in our world.  By focus-
ing our efforts on the young adults, we can make 
an impact on the whole of the population and an-
swer the urgent need to maintain the values and 
morals of the Catholic Church at Omakuva vil-
lage.
