In today’s Gospel, St. John the Baptist pointed Jesus to two of his disciples: 2 4
“Behold, the lamb of God. The two disciples heard what he said and followed Jesus.” After en-
countering Jesus himself, Andrew, one of the two, went to tell his brother, Simon Peter: “We
have found the Messiah and brought him to Jesus”.

The reason for John the Baptist’s existence was to go ahead of Jesus, to proclaim his com-
ing, and finally to point him out to others when he came. Andrew, John’s disciple, also learned
from his master and did the same by bringing his brother, Simon Peter to Jesus.

Like St. John the Baptist and St. Andrew, the purpose of our existence is to point out Jesus
to others, to bring others to Jesus. John and Andrew did not just talk about Jesus or tell others
about Jesus, they showed Jesus in their actions. John the Baptist went into the desert, using his
mortification as a sign of repentance for the forgiveness of sin. His way of living drew people
to him and, at last, when Jesus came, he pointed him out to them: “This is the one whom | am
not worthy to untie his sandals.” Also, Andrew went to look for Peter and brought him to Je-
sus.

Therefore, let us use all the God-given means of our existence: the charitable work of our
hands, the encouraging words and fervent prayers of our tongues, the compassionate and lov-
ing care of our hearts, the understanding and tolerance of our minds, and the life of our sacrifi-
cial service, to point Jesus out to those around us, to bring them back or closer to Jesus.

Today more than ever, Jesus needs more John the Baptists and Andrews in our families, in
our parish communities, and indeed in the whole world. Fr. Joe Pham

The Dispensation for the faithful from the obligation to participate in Mass
on Sundays and Holy Days still remains in EFFECT.

Those who are at HIGH RISK FOR CONTRACTING COVID-19
SHOULD STAY HOME.

The 4:00 PM Mass will be live-streamed each weekend for those who
are unable to come to church due to health reasons or to capacity re-
strictions.

The elderly and families with young children (who may find it difficult to
maintain a six-foot distance from others) are encouraged to stay home.

Holy Communion will be distributed on Sundays at St. Margaret
Church at 11:15 AM for those who watch Mass on Live-Stream and
would like to receive Holy Communion.

The faithful should wear cloth face coverings when in public, includ-
ing when they come to church. Young children under the age of 2, anyone
who has trouble breathing, or anyone otherwise unable to remove the
mask without assistance does not need to wear a face covering.

The faithful should maintain a 6-foot distance from each other at all times
except members of a single household.
