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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

     Throughout the New Testament, we do not find any passage which describes Jesus as an 
angry person except in today’s Gospel. Jesus was angered because the people disgraced the 
Temple of the Lord.  They used the place of worship, a holy site, for their temporal gain, for 
their “worldly business” instead of “God’s business”. Indeed, nothing would trigger Jesus’ anger except mis-
using, disgracing, or disrespecting the “Temple” of God. 
     Today, conceivably we would not dare to do anything that would disrespect or disgrace the “Temple of 
God” when we are in Church. However the “Temple” of God is not confined merely to the physical building; 
but rather every person is a living “Temple” of God. We are all the living Temples of the Lord, a place where 
God is dwelling, living, communicating, and sanctifying every day. Therefore, if anyone who disgraces, hurts, 
or destroys the living “Temple” of God by any means, words or deeds, certainly would trigger Jesus’ anger 
and ultimately be wiped out of the heavenly Temple. 
     During this time of Lent, every one of us should be reminded that this living “Temple” is so precious in the 
eyes of God, it is so loved to the point that God, Jesus, had to sacrifice His own life to redeem it. Therefore, 
this is the time for us to pass judgement on our own “temples” and not  others.  This is the time for us to 
“clean up” our own “temples’ trash”: malice, hatred, resentment, envy, unfaithfulness, greed, etc. This is the 
time for us to heal and to build up the “temples” of the Lord instead of disgracing, hurting or destroying. This 
is the time to “fix” the “temples” of the Lord, not by using “bricks and stones”; but rather by using love, mer-
cy, compassion, forgiveness, and patient endurance. Let us not invoke Jesus’s anger during this time of Lent, 
the time we should recall and reflect on His sacrificial and unconditional love for humanity. Fr. Joe Pham.

However, we have hope be-
cause in the spring we will once again plant flowers. The cycle of life mimics the cycle of nature.  The loss of 
a loved one changes lives; however, gardening may be a therapeutic option that provides hope.
