STAY HOME. 

- The 4:00 PM Mass will be live-streamed each weekend for  those who are un-
able to come to church due to health reasons or to capacity restrictions. 

 
- The elderly and families with young children (who may find it difficult to main-

tain a six-foot distance from others) are encouraged to stay home. 

- Holy Communion will be distributed on Sundays at St. Margaret Church at 
11:15 AM for those who watch Mass on Live-Stream and would like to re-
ceive Holy Communion. 

- The faithful should wear cloth face coverings when in public, including when 
they come to church. Young children under the age of 2, anyone who has trouble 
breathing, or anyone otherwise unable to remove the mask without assistance 
does not need to wear a face covering.

 
- The faithful should maintain a 6-foot distance from each other at all times except
