The Gospel today is about the miracle of the multiplication of the five loaves and two  Puatore Dot
fish. As a compassionate and loving Jesus, he did not only care for the salvation of the peo-
ple’s souls; but he also cared for their “daily bread” as well.

They can be
the protagonist of a pastoral evangelizing ministry, privileged witnesses of God’s faithful love”.
