He did not want to 
lose his chance but rather crying out and begging Jesus to heal him: “Jesus, son of David, have 
pity on me.” Many people even tried to silence him but he was calling the more. When Jesus 
asked him: “What do you want me to do”. He replied: “Master, I want to see”. All he wanted 
was to be able to see the light and the real world in which he lived. He had been living in dark-
ness and the shadow of his imagination of the real world; therefore, deep down in his heart, he 
desired to know the “true, the real world” beyond the veil of darkness in his eyes. 
     Thank God for the gift of our eyes; however it doesn’t mean that we are seeing the “true, 
the real world” beyond this earthly world. We may not need the healing of our physical eyes; 
but perhaps our spiritual eyes need healing so that we might be able to see: “the way, the truth, 
and the life” beyond this illusive world. 
     Maybe we should pray the same “prayer” of the blind man everyday: “Jesus, son of David, 
have pity on me…I want to see”. I want to see your suffering in the sufferings of my loved 
ones. I want to see your hunger and thirst for food and drink, love and care, consolation and 
comfort, peace and forgiveness in my neighbors. I want to see your loneliness in the elderly, 
the homebound, and the forgotten. I want to see you in all that I say and do. Lord, Jesus help 
me to see!
