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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Today’s Gospel serves as a “wakeup call” for those of us who are:
“eating and drinking” with Jesus every Sunday. Attending Mass alone is
not a guarantee for the “door of heaven” to be open: “Lord open the door
for us. He will say to you in reply, I do not know where you are from. And A WORD
you will say, we ate and drank in you company and you taught in our FROM THE

streets. Then he will say to you, I do not know where you are from. Depart P ASTOR

",

from me, all you evildoers!

The purpose of the Mass is not for attending but for living. If we just
attend Mass only then the sacrifice of Christ would not have any effects -
upon us. When celebrating the Eucharist, we are entering the Paschal Mystery of Christ: his
suffering, death, and resurrection. Jesus’s suffering, death, and resurrection would have

“nothing to do” with us or have any impact upon us at all if we just ‘stop” there. Remember, at
the end of the Mass, the minister sends us forth by saying: “Go in peace, glorify the Lord by
your life”, at this moment, the “living Eucharist or the Paschal Mystery” begins. By receiving
the Body and Blood of Christ, we become one with him; therefore, his suffering, death, and
resurrection must be integrated in our Christian life.

Living the Paschal Mystery means to suffer with Christ, that is being more patient, tolerant,
compassionate, merciful, forgiving, loving, and caring. In this way, we are truly suffering with
Christ, through Christ, in Christ, and for Christ. The Paschal Mystery also calls us to live out
the death of Christ by “dying” to our sins every day. Finally, living out the resurrection of
Christ means living in anticipation of our own resurrection: a life full of faith and hope in
eternal life. Let people see that the living Christ is truly living and acting in our lives. Let us
make the Mass alive and effective in our lives by suffering with Christ, dying to our sins, and
rising with Christ in glory. - Fr. Joe Pham
